Parking will be on field, and on harder surfaced areas
prioritised for larger vehicles. So that we can plan ahead re appropriate use of limited hard standing please see entry form
regarding advising us in advance of the size/type of your transport and whether you specifically need hard standing.

Show Ring will be the fenced sand corral - which has proved popular especially as it has a seated spectator area.
Indoor/Sheltered show area available for harness class if raining.

Turnout classes and ridden aim to also be in corral (30m x 40m) but could maybe move to field depending on numbers.
REFRESHMENTS: Available to purchase. FIRST AID: An "appointed person in first aid" will be present.

RAFFLE: Raffle will be held (approx 3.30pm) in main ring after parade (some prizes might be ticketed earlier, and star and
other prizes drawn for in front of audience) - please donate prizes if you wish (no aleohol please due to the nature of Teen
Ranch (youth camp)). Hand raffle prizes to stewards on arrival - thank you!

PRIZES: Will extend to cover all entries in classes 01-16. Prizes may increase by up to £5 per class if sponsorship allows.
PROGRAMME: You will receive a Show Handout/Catalogue which will include a programme of what's on when, including
judging of classes eg In-Hand [ lam, Harness 1pm, Turnout 2pm, followed by Ridden, Grand Parade 3pm,

RULES:

1. Teen Ranch and the members of the Show accept no responsibility for any loss injury or damage to horses people or
property. All persons participate and enter at their own risk, and are responsible for their own insurance.

2. All entrants must abide by the instructions of the stewards and representatives of Teen Ranch.

3. HEALTH & SAFETY: All animals must be safely controlled by their handlers/owners/exhibitors.

ALL TURNOUTS MUST HAVE TWO HANDLERS (there will be Show staff and other volunteers on hand should anyone
require assistance eg are unable to bring two handlers per turnout with them. Thank you.)

(Exceptions re number of handlers required for any specific Turnout will fall to the discretion of the Show Secretary).

4. Champion cups/trophies/tankards should be covered by recipient's household insurance whilst in their possession, and
should be returned in one year in the same condition in which it was received.

5. ENGRAVING: Winners of cups/trophies/etc should please get their trophies engraved and return them on day of next year's
show (or at least two weeks in advance of next show if engraving for their winning year has not yet been arranged by them).
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
